
Boating Advisory 
Pacific Voyagers in  
Dana Point Harbor 

Six traditional Polynesian ocean-going canoes and their two escort vessels are  
scheduled to arrive in Dana Point Harbor on Saturday, August 20, 2011 and remain 
anchored in the Harbor until August 21, 2011.  All boaters and human powered craft 
operators, please keep well clear of the vessels as they arrive and maneuver to 
 anchor. 
 
Each of the ocean-going canoes is 72 feet long and over 19 feet wide and will be  
stationed in the West Anchorage Area; and their escort vessels are 108 feet and 82 
feet long, and will be directed to the east anchorage, near the east breakwater. 
 
Given the sizes of these vessels in each of the anchorages, please take extra care to 
keep clear of them, their anchor lines and anchors - both stern and bow anchors will 
be used.
