Notice to interested parties- the County of Orange intends to issue a Request for Proposal for HPRP services. Programs include the Financial Assistance Program; and the Housing Relocation and Stabilization Programs include- Post-Hospital Recuperative Beds Pilot Program; Centralized Housing Locator Services; Central Intake; and Mobile Multi-Service Center. (Services subject to change upon finalization of the RFP.)

The Request for Proposals (RFP) is anticipated to be released in late June. The Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD) has been authorized by Congress to dedicate funds for homelessness prevention and rapid re-housing activities, including: short-term or medium-term rental assistance, housing relocation and stabilization services, mediation, credit counseling, security or utility deposits, utility payments, moving cost assistance, case management, or other appropriate activities for homelessness prevention and rapid re-housing of persons that have become homeless. 

The County of Orange will request proposals from local government and not-for-profit corporations, including faith-based organizations, to be considered for funding through the Homelessness Prevention and Rapid Re-housing Program. Awards will be determined through a competitive RFP process. Applicants will have to certify that they have read the HPRP HUD Regulations and that their proposed program activities are consistent with the jurisdiction’s approved Consolidated Plan. Applicants will also be required to use the HMIS system. The County strongly recommends agencies anticipating applying for funding read the HPRP Regulations in advance. It is anticipated that there will be a short deadline for application submission. The County encourages agencies to get authorization from their Boards to apply for funding in advance and compile any organizational paperwork (such as Audits, 501 c (3) status, etc).
